Welcome & Introductions

Stacy welcomed the group and everyone introduced themselves.
Funding Update

Cynthia provided the group with a funding update. All of the CFAA funding, including the CAMI MDT, CAMI RSP, and medical assessment funding, was cut by approximately 6 percent. The CFAA funding going to the Victim Assistance Programs and the Crime Victims’ Compensation Program was also cut. However, due to the uncertainty of what may happen with the September and January revenue forecasts, or the tax measures the legislature passed, DOJ has decided to withhold 4 percent of the funding received as a safety measure against further decreases. This means that grantees may experience an approximately 10 percent cut for this year. If CAMI does not experience further cuts, then the four percent will be awarded to grantees during the second year of the biennium. If there are further cuts, the four percent can help mitigate them.
The other factor involved in the CAMI MDT allocations is carry over funds. Typically grantees receive their grant agreement once CAMI staff have received their annual reports, reporting on the amount of carry over they have. This year, grantee’s awards will be reduced by the amount of carry over they have, leaving CAMI overall more money to distribute. Due to this arrangement, this means that CAMI staff will need to have all of the annual reports, due September 30, received in order to calculate final allocations and issue grant agreements. Grantees have been asked to provide a brief report on the amount of carry over they are estimating they will have at the end of the grant period so that CAMI staff can better plan the effect the total amount of carry over might have on the allocation. These reports are due July 31st. CVSD will be brainstorming as to how to deal with the tight timing of the annual reports and the processing of grant agreements in the future.
DOJ did receive a $1 million source of general fund funding that is to be used for child medical assessments. This funding could be used along with the CFAA medical assessment funding to reimburse centers for assessments. DOJ has already spent out the CFAA funding source, and has been using other funds to cover these costs. However, with the additional cuts, DOJ may not be able to continue to cover these costs. The other way in which these funds could be used is by giving grants to the MDTs to supplement CAMI MDT grants.
Cynthia raised the question as to whether the Advisory Council would feel comfortable with CAMI administrative funding being used to allocate and administer this funding by CAMI staff if the decision is made to allocate it to MDTs. The group agreed that they would feel comfortable with this. Motion that CAMI administrative funding be used to support the administration of the general fund money distributed to MDTs: Tina Morgan. Seconded: Ken Rothman. All in favor. Approved by consensus.

Tina noted that Representative Gelser was vital in acquiring the general funds in support of the MDTs and the Network. The Network is in favor of dispersing the funding to the MDTs in the same form and formula as the other CAMI funding, not to the medical assessment funding pool. The other option the Network was in favor of was to distribute the funding directly to the centers. 
Cynthia thanked the group, and the Network for their ideas and attention to this issue. She did note that if the general funds do not go to supplement the medical assessment funding, at some point CVSD may have to stop reimbursing for assessments.

Cynthia provided a brief update of other legislative action of interest.

2009-2011 MDT Grant Application Review

The Advisory Council reviewed each of the grant applications submitted. Wasco County’s application was unable to be reviewed due to the late timeline of submission.
