The mission of the Task Force on School Safety is to serve as the focal point of efforts by the National Association of Attorneys General to examine the issues related to school violence and safety.  As the chief legal officers in their respective jurisdictions, Attorneys General have a unique role in implementing steps to ensure that all places of learning are safe, secure, and free from the disruptive influence of fear and violence. The Task Force will identify innovative programs, policies and legislative initiatives which may serve to fill in gaps in existing school safety protocols, as well as examine the key relationships which Attorneys General must build to effectively address school violence and safety issues, including educators, law enforcement and public and private educational advocacy groups. Specific areas of focus may include:  mental health issues as connected to school safety, including information sharing, threat assessment, referral and follow-up; incident response systems, including areas related to communication, school safety plan implementation and best practices; and other issues of relevance to school safety concerns.
